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Within the framework of this paper, the analysis of the educational process in the cadet
schools and in the cadet classes of school is carried out. The role of the English language in the life
of cadets is discussed. The stages of work with project activities and their value for junior school
cadets are given.

Keywords: cadet classes, personal universal educational activities, English, project activity

Nowadays, the enlightenment of the nation, its spiritual, moral and cultural de-
velopment are basis of patriotic education and Russian person formation and society
as a whole. The above-mentioned attitudes are reflected in more than one generation
of the state program "Patriotic education of citizens of the Russian Federation". This
program interprets patriotism as one of the most significant, enduring values, the
most important spiritual heritage of the individual and at the same time as a guarantee
of viability and a necessary condition for the functioning of the entire system of state
and social institutions [4, p. 25].

More than 7000 cadet classes have been created and are functioning on the ter-
ritory of the Russian Federation, in which more than 140,000 children study at the
same time and more than seven thousand pupils graduate annually. In addition to
special cadet schools, the Cadet Class program is being implemented in general edu-
cation schools in Russia. The difference between such classes and specialized institu-
tions is that the admission conditions in secondary schools are more "soft", children
are not in school full-time, and after the end of classes they go home [3, p. 63]. Sec-
ondary schools are often less materially and technically equipped than cadet schools,
and there are differences in the educational program.

Within the framework of this study plans and programs of additional education
of the cadet schools, cadet classes and secondary schools were analyzed. The main
purpose of this analysis was to determine the essence and specifics of cadet education
in secondary schools in the context of the personal universal learning students’ activi-
ties.

For this comparison, the real schedules of additional classes of students of the
cadet schools and the cadet class of a secondary school were selected. Then the time-
table in both institutions are examined and the differences were found.

Such an analysis helps us to find out how different the second half of the day is
for students of cadet classes of secondary schools and their curriculum is from stu-
dents of cadet classes.

In the center of scientific interest is the English language proficiency by stu-
dents of cadet classes in terms of universal learning activities with an emphasis on the
patriotic component. It turned out, that in the cadet and secondary classes teaching is
conducted at the same level. All lessons are taught strictly in accordance with the
given program and textbook, and issues related to the education of patriotism and cit-
izenship are not affected. To assess the quality of English lessons, a survey was con-
ducted among cadet classes of a secondary school. 22 students of grades 4-6 took part
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In the survey. They were asked about their opinion on the conduct of English lessons:
one of the questions was aimed at identifying students' interest in the textbook they
are studying. Also, students were asked about motives for learning English.

It was concluded that students are not interested in performing the same type of
activity and similar tasks. An analysis of the UMK in English was also carried out, in
which students of cadet classes are engaged — this is the educational material of
V. P. Kuzovlev "English 4th grade" (2014) and N. |. Bykova "Spotlight 4th grade"
(2014).

A detailed study of the content of these kits allows us to conclude that there are
no tasks focused on project activities in any educational material at the level of sec-
ondary schools. Meanwhile, the project method is a highly adapted methodology and
it can be applied at any stage of training and at any age, allows to develop independ-
ence, which is necessary for students of cadet classes and the project method helps to
develop four basic skills: listening, speaking, writing and reading [2, p. 144].

At the same time, project activity allows to develop personal skills. Students
establish a connection between the goal of the project and its motive, in other words,
between the result of the activity and what motivates the activity, for which it is car-
ried out, and there is also an ethical assessment of the assimilated content, which pro-
vides a personal moral choice based on social and personal values [1, p. 78].

Students of cadet classes often participate in military-patriotic events, but many
of them do not understand learning English importance. In many ways, for cadets,
further practical activity causes an idea only with their native language. This point of
view can be changed by selecting or compiling a set of practice-oriented tasks in
English, one of which may be project activities.

A textbook of military-oriented content in a foreign language based on project
activities can become one of the tools for the development of personal universal
learning activities of cadets and will increase motivation to study a foreign language.
In this way, at the appointed time, cadets work on the textbooks for general education
classes, and during self-preparation (time for homework) in the afternoon, they will
have the opportunity to strengthen foreign language training in accordance with the
educational organization profile with the help of the above-mentioned manual. This
learning strategy will cover the entire range of lesson goals: educational, develop-
mental and cognitive, and form many personality traits of student such as humane at-
titude to society and the colleagues, work, home and other countries.

The analysis allows us to conclude that cadet classes in secondary schools need
to be develop further, and this will consist in the orientation of a number of disci-
plines, including a foreign language, to patriotic activities that form a true citizen-
patriot, motivated to study and striving for the development of intellectual and crea-
tive potential.
